The membership will vote on two proposed 
changes to the EDC of Lea County by-laws at the 
November 27 meeting at the Hobbs Country 
Club. 

The first proposal will be a necessary change in 
the stated location of the corporation. The second  
proposal relates to filling a vacancy on the Board 
of Directors. 

Proposal1. Article II. LOCATION: The 
principal place of business of this Corporation 
shall be at P.O. Box 1376, 200 East Broadway, 
Suite 201, Hobbs, New Mexico, Lea County, New 
Mexico. Branch offices may be maintained at such 
other places as the Board of Directors may from 

time to time designate and as the business of the 
Corporation may require. 

Currently, Article V of the By-Laws provides 
for a second election at the January membership 
meeting to fill empty slots on the Board. The 
following change will be voted on: 

Proposal 2. Article V. If there is not a full 
Board of fourteen (14) members, the Board of 
Directors will select a Member to fill the 
unexpired term. Terms for Directors filling an 
unexpired term shall end at the next annual 
meeting at which time they must stand for 
election. This partial term will not count as one of 
three consecutive terms a Director is allowed to 
serve.
